Hazardous Waste and Environmental Crimes
The U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement, Homeland Security Investigations (HSI), Commercial Fraud Programs Unit, encompasses a myriad of targeted investigative areas within Hazardous Waste and Environment Crimes investigations, such as, the illegal importation of protected, endangered and non-native detrimental species; unapproved or non-compliant automobiles, machinery and other equipment; and environmentally hazardous materials and chemicals.
Protected, Endangered and Non-Native Species

The Endangered Species Act of 1973 makes it unlawful for any person subject to the jurisdiction of the United States to import or export certain species into or from the United States or to possess, sell, deliver, carry, transport, or ship any species in interstate or foreign commerce.  The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, National Marine Fisheries Service share responsibility for the administration of the Endangered Species Act.  HSI and the U.S. Customs and Border Protection together actively enforce the aforementioned regulations through investigations and border enforcement efforts.
Non-Compliant Automobiles, Machinery and other Equipment

HSI also enforces several federal laws, in conjunction with the U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), that target the illegal import of automobiles, farm equipment, and engines that do not meet the DOT and EPA safety and emissions standards.
Environmentally Hazardous Materials and Chemicals

HSI enforces federal laws and regulations intended to preserve air, land, and water resources by targeting the illegal importation and exportation of hazardous waste and ozone depleting substances.  HSI conducts many of these investigations in conjunction with the EPA and the DOT.
